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URGENT NOTICE

With reference to the directions received from the Registrar, University of Ladakh vide letter
No: Registrar/UOL/Kargil/Misc./01/2021 dated 02.04.2021 regarding COVID-19 SOP’s, the
following measures are to be followed strictly by all faculty members, employees, students
and visitor’s in the college campus at all times:

I. Physical distancing of at least 6 feet to be followed as far as feasible.

2. Wearing mask is mandatory for all. Everyone should wear face mask as per the
Government’s instruction.

3. Everyone must sanitize their hands periodically by washing with soap and water or
rubbing with alcohol-based sanitizers.

4. Respiratory etiquettes to be strictly followed. This involves strict practice of covering
one’s mouth and nose while coughing/sneezing with a tissue/handkerchief/flexed
elbow and disposing of used tissues properly.

5. Students are strictly directed to not assemble in groups anywhere in the college
campus.

6. Mandatory thermal scanning of everyone entering the college campus must be done
by the duty staff on college gates.

7. College gate keepers may make polite requests for obeying protocols and record
violations and report to the concerned authority. All are requested to please refrain
from arguing with them as they are performing their duty for your own safety.

8. Every Sunday the college Non-teaching staffs are directed to clean and disinfect all
the college buses and buildings (administrative block, teaching blocks, science and
humanities departments etc.) on rotation basis as per the direction of concerned

authority.
9. No outsiders shall be allowed to enter in the college campus without the permission

from the concerned authority.
All the above instructions shall be followed strictly, failing to which strict actions shall be ]

taken against the offender, under rules.
